
Go for a Hike: 
1/2 mile to Big Bear Lake 
~4 mile loop from Round Lake to Big Bear Lake 
~4 there and back to the Sierra Buttes look out from Pack Saddle 
~6 miles there and back to Fern Falls through Lakes Basin Camp Ground 
~7 miles there and back to Mount Elwell 
~8 mile loop from Round Lake to Big Bear Lake via the Pacific Crest Trail (PCT) 

Go for a Swim: 
Big Bear Lake is the closest lake with lovely coves and secluded areas along its perimeter 
Round Lake has a nice rocky beach area and loads of great swimming spots 
Salmon Lake has quite a few swimming docks 
Sand Pond is great for kiddos - a bit warmer than most other lakes 

Go Mountain Biking: 
Chat with staff for details on rides, we have some avid bikers on our team! 

Bike the Mills Peak Trail up to the Mills Peak Lookout 
The Graeagle Creek Trail goes downhill to Graeagle
The Mount Elwell Trail up to Mount Elwell from Smith Lake or Silver Lake 

Rent or Launch Boats: 
Rent boats from Salmon Lake (Cash Only) or Sardine Lake Lodge 
Launch large boats at Gold Lake 
Launch kayaks, paddle boards, canoes, etc at Gold Lake or Salmon Lake - there is a great
rope swing and swimming at Salmon 

Go Fishing: 
Salmon, Gold, Upper Sardine, and Smith Lakes are great for fishing along with Mill Pond in
Greagle

Visit Mountain Hardware in Blairsden for any of your fishing needs 

Go Horseback Riding: 
Gold Lake Stables offers a variety of rides 
Greagle Stables offers rides for youngsters under the age of 7 

Go to a Museum: 
Portola has a great Railroad Museum or the Kentucky Mine / Stamp Mill
